1 Hand Towel (not finger-tip or kitchen size)   

1 Wash Cloth 

1 Comb (regular size, not pocket size, no rat-tail combs, no barber 

combs; Suggestion-Little Goody 2 Pack) 

1 Fingernail Clipper (no files or emery boards)   

1 Bar of Soap (3 oz. or larger in original wrapper) 

1 Toothbrush (in original wrapper)     

6 Adhesive Bandages (Band-aids; no pictures, regular size and wrapped 

in a rubber band) 

1 Tube of Toothpaste (4.5 oz or larger, in original wrapper. Check expi-

ration dates-must be at east 1 year ahead.) 

Wrap the items in the hand towel. Items may be placed in a one gallon 

plastic zip closure bag. All new items please. Please make sure all items 

are correct sizes. If they are not the correct size they are unusable. 

Acrylic paint: dark pink, pink, peach, purple 

Acrylic gesso (optional) (recommended: Liquitex Basics 

Gesso) 

Paintbrush 

Wooden photo frame 

Craft jewels 

Glue (recommended: white craft glue or Gem-Tac brand 

How to make it: Paint the frame with a coat of gesso. Gesso is a craft medium that helps pro-
vide a good surface for paint to grab. You can skip this step and paint with white paint. Allow 

to dry. 

Paint the frame in four sections, each section being a different color (purple, pink, dark pink, 

peach).  

When paint is dry, spray frame with acrylic sealer and allow to dry for about an hour. 

Use glue to decorate the frame with craft jewels. We used some sticker craft jewels and some 
that needed to be glued on. 
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
